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 Shadowing Photo Journal

 Purpose: To encourage Health Science students to analyze health careers through the use of digital photography, and to use technology in editing and presenting digital pictures.

 Description: Students will use digital photography to illustrate two of the health professions they shadowed. Students will photograph two different health professionals, edit the photos using computer software technology, and write a description to present with the printed pictures.

 Procedures:  

1. The selection of the two healthcare professionals to be photographed is at the discretion of the student. The pictures must be of two different health professionals. The selected professionals must be willing to share information about their career with the student. 

2. The student will make arrangements to photograph the different health professionals. The photos should portray something about the profession or the skills of the professional. Written permission must be obtained from any person who appear in the photos unless the person is not identifiable. 

3. RELEASE FORM: The release form for this event must be signed by each identifiable individual photographed. The release form may be used for the HOSA competitive event.

4. Students may use software to edit and enhance the digital photographs. Editing and cropping of the pictures is permitted, but adding graphics, backgrounds, and other elements to the photo is not permitted. 

5. The student must print the photos on photo paper or good quality copy paper and submit the photos in a clear sheet protector as follows: 

• Each photo must be 8 ½” x 11” or smaller. (8 X 10 preferred) 

• The photo should be contained in a clear page (sheet) protector. 

6. A one-page narrative description is required for each photo. The paper should discuss the professional in the photo, as well as information learned about that career. The paper should be labeled with the students name, class, and school (Roosevelt). The signed release form should be included in the sheet protector.
7. Photo journals will be graded based on the following journal (see back page).
