1.  Cover Page
· Paper Title
· Your Name

2. Content Pages
· Minimum 6-8 pages
· Typed, double spaced
· 11 or 12 regular Arial or Times New Roman 
· Stapled or three-hole punched
· APA format
3.   Content Design
· Abstract – A summary of your research, includes your thesis and conclusion; usually limited to one paragraph.
· Introduction – Presents your thesis statement or problem; introduces the reader to the main idea of your paper and prepares them for the content of the main body of the paper.
· Body – Supports your thesis, provides data that supports your topic, presents ideas or reasons that focus on the main idea, and cites factual references correctly.
· Conclusion – Summarizes your findings as they relate to your topic; may suggest further study or investigation.
4.    Reference Page

· Minimum of six sources: textbook, reference books, professional journals, magazines or articles, internet journals or sources, personal interviews.
· Must have at least 3 book (non-internet) sources
· APA format
 Mentor/Community Service Component

· Demonstrate how you incorporated your research topic to help others in the community

· Provide an example of how this was used in your community

· Document a minimum of 2 meetings with your mentor
· Provide the following information: How did they help you? What did you learn from them? Any other information they provided to support your project
Oral Presentation Requirements

1.   PowerPoint Presentation
· 1 title slide same format as written paper
· 1 slide explaining your mentor(s) role in this project

· Minimum of  10 content slides
· 1 Reference slide at the end
2.   Content
· Slides should support the main content areas of your paper
· Use bulleted points rather than paragraph format
· Provide graphics (pictures, graphs, charts)
· Focus more on content than on “bells and whistles”
· 15 minute oral presentation of your slide show (time your practices)
· 5 min Question/answer period at the end of presentation (Be prepared)
· Provide a copy of slide presentation
· Copy your presentation onto a flash drive (Practice to be sure it works on laptop)
