Retesting:
After evidence and completion of unit study, student work will be evaluated.  Opportunity for re-testing may be available.  In order to re-test, you must complete the following:  1) Correct each missed test question and 2) Find a problem out of the textbook similar to each missed test question and complete it as well.  Test corrections must be completed correctly and turned in before you may re-test.  ***Your re-test score will be averaged with your original test score to determine your final test grade.***

End-of-Quarter Exams:   At the end of EACH quarter, an exam will be given covering that quarter’s material.  Each level of math will take these exams and, whether you are at Kent or Stow, you will take the same exam as others in your math level.  These exams will count toward 10% of your quarter grade.
