Please remember that the required dioramas are due this Thursday, January 26th. The classes have had about one month to work on them at home. Keeping with tradition, we will take our “walk” to the library to display them for all to enjoy. Feel free to observe the creative talents of the children next week in the library before or after school. Ideally, many nursery rhymes were shared at home during this time!


Report cards will go home this Friday. Please sign the report card envelope and return just the envelope as soon as possible. Looking ahead, January’s required Book-It reading assignment is due next Tuesday. Five minutes of reading every other night is a small task in order to have a life long reader! As we say in kindergarten, “Readers are Leaders!”



This week, our focus is on the letter and sound for Dd, as in dog and duck. An emphasis will be reading and writing about dinosaurs and dogs. Our new vocabulary words are: for and you. (How appropriate for the upcoming holiday, Valentine’s Day!) The children will continue to do best guess spelling as they write.


In math, the children will continue to review the basic shapes (circle, square, triangle and rectangle) and start to learn other 2 dimensional shapes, such as a hexagon and rhombus. Do you know how many triangles equal a hexagon? Your favorite kindergartner will soon know. The classes will also use pattern blocks to explore and make new shapes and designs. It is a fun unit and Miss Cresap is excited about teaching it! Try to practice the teen numbers to 15, too. 


The students are enjoying the new iPads. They had no trouble learning how to use them. Although they think they are “playing”, they are actually doing lots of learning. 


Hopefully, the children got to play in the snow on Sunday! (Maybe our snow dances paid off!) It was beautiful and really great packing snow. We actually made a little snowman at our home!(
