Dear Parents,

Last week, the children appeared very happy to be back at school, but looked tired as the week progressed. Please try to get have an early bedtime, as our days are becoming very academic.

We are fortunate to have a student teacher from Kent State’s Early Childhood Department to be part of our class for the next four months. Miss Cresap is eager to begin working with each child. I am thrilled to have another adult in the room to do more grouping. Welcome Miss Cresap, to the best group of kindergartners ever!!

Last week, we focused on the letter and sound of Ff, as in fish. Highlights were finger-painting fish and eating fish crackers. (French fries will be a favorite sometime this week!) Our new word was play. This week is our last scheduled review week. Plans include continuing to spell and write CVC words (consonant vowel consonant) such as fog or hot. The children will also answer questions in sentences about an octopus and ostrich. Both classes will also focus on opposites. Attached please find a list of all of our word wall words already learned. We will complete our first writing competency assessment within the next two weeks.

In math, we will focus on the ten frame. After counting out ten objects, your favorite kindergartner will record how many were red and how many were yellow in a ten frame. This concept was difficult for many students last week. We will also play WAR to determine greater and less than.

How is the nursery rhyme diorama coming? We are starting to read and recite several rhymes daily. Some of the children have already completed their required diorama. Past parents indicated it has been a fun family project. Feel free to send the diorama to school when it is completed. This required assignment is due in a few weeks. (Jan. 26th)

If the weather holds out, we will try to go outside early in the week. Be sure to keep sending shoes if you send boots for your child.

It is amazing at how quickly the kindergartners are picking up alphabetical order. They are so excited with our new addition of the teddy bear and eagerly wait for their first letter in their name. Too cute!

Show and share was quite a hit! Thanks for helping your special kindergartner to remember his or her special item. We will have it again in May when we have to read the clues for the item of choice.

Keep working on those last names. We are now doing attendance each day by our last name. I am impressed at how many children can already print their last name. Thanks for the home practice!


Later in the week, the children will discuss Dr. Martin Luther King. We will even learn a song about him. Please remember there is no school next Monday in honor of Martin Luther King.
